 9 points  HANDOUT (Make copies for classmates, one for me):

Include:

1. Piggyback Song (a piggyback song is a familiar tune with new words). Note the source.
Objective in Subject Assigned (The student will…). Include related state standards information.
Objective in Music (The student will…). Required: Use one of the examples of Music Objectives listed in textbook.

Notes on Grade level and Materials:
Procedure: Be sure to include teaching steps for each objective, teaching the song (“teach by rote”), and using the visual aid. Use Madeline Hunter lesson-planning style.
Visual aid: Describe (note sources wherever appropriate).
Double-check your spelling!

 6 points  PRESENTATION

Come early to pass out papers, set up computer, if needed.

Introduce yourself and lead class in the Anticipatory Set activity.

Explain lesson briefly and clearly. Don’t just read your handout! Talk about both Objectives, state standards, plus Checking for Understanding activities.

Give starting pitch (“Ready, sing…”) and lead class in song.
Show visual aid.
TOTAL: 15 points 
Note: Communicate with the other students in your group to be sure that you are not using the same materials. It is best if each person works with a different lesson objective within your assigned subject. Different song materials, grade levels and lesson procedures must be used.
