Guidelines for the Integrated Unit Project
Integrated Unit (30 points)
++ Required in Presentation 
Music Activity Options/Requirements:

Minimum of one of each:
1. ++ Develop a Song Map for a song (Steady Beat or Key Phrase Song Map) 

2. Create a lesson based on a Music YouTube or TeacherTube video.
Minimum of two of each:

1. ++ Rhythmic Activity (singing games w. partners, dances, rhythm instruments, adding movements to songs).
2. ++ Orchestral Selection Listening Activity (with structured movement and a Movement Map, or with a Listening Map you find, or one you create for EC).
No minimum:
1. Piggyback songs or “regular songs.” 

2. Composer study.
Subject Area 1—Music! (5 lessons, 10 points)
Clear statement of the Objectives for Music and another subject, one Music TEKS, Materials, and Procedures. Use a different music objective for each lesson (use textbook list). Document sources of materials. TEKS can be found at www.tea.state.tx.us/teks. Write out the complete TEKS statement.
Subject Area 2—Language Arts: Spelling, Writing, Reading, & Literature! (5 lessons, 10 points)

One Required Literature Lesson (Like the Correlation Lesson)—Choose a children's book (copy of title page and first page required in Unit). Write clear statement of the Objectives in L. Arts & Music, one L. Arts TEKS, Materials, and M. Hunter Procedure for lesson—include a script and how students would act out the book, and music to connect to the book. Note—this is separate from materials in the Music lessons. 
For each of the other days, use more Literature, or teach any other area of Lang. Arts. Document sources of materials. In each lesson, include a related music activity from the Options above. Note—this is separate from materials in Music lessons. 
Subject Area 3—Your Choice! (5 lessons, 10 points)

Can be different each day.
Clear statement of the Objectives in the subject chosen and Music, one subject TEKS, Materials, and Procedure. Document sources of materials. In each lesson, include a related music activity from the Options above. 

Note—this is separate from materials in the Music lessons. 

Presentation (10 points)

Have a complete unit for each presenter on day of presentation. Briefly review Table of Contents, Literature/Correlation Lesson, and 5 Music Lessons. 
Each presenter:
1. Provides class members and me with a handout of a complete lesson from the ++ Music Activity required list. Top of handout should include the name of the unit and grade level. See p. 286 for examples. 

2. Shows a Visual aid—manipulatives, a bulletin board, listening map, movement map, or song map—during presentation of lesson to class. 

3. Teaches Music activity from the handout lesson to the class. 
 More Detailed Information
Table of Contents
1. Unit should have Table of Contents with the following information (See p. 285): 
· Name of Unit (Theme)

· The grade level chosen for all the lessons in the unit

· List of five days with three subjects taught each day. Note specific music activity for each lesson with Music Objective used, for example:

· Day 1

· Music (Song Map, Steady Beat)
· Language Arts (Literature—Correlation Lesson) (Piggyback Song, Dynamics)

· Math (Rhythmic Activity No. 1, Rhythmic Movement)

2. Names of group members should be on bottom of Table of Contents.

Integrated Unit
1. Write your unit in the form explained in class. Each of the 15 lessons in the unit must have: Objectives in Music and another subject, one TEKS (fully written out), Materials, Procedure (M. Hunter format) and Music Activity. If a resource is listed, it should be put behind that lesson with documentation of source.

2. Each person should put his/her name at the bottom of the pages that s/he contributed.

3. Each person must have a complete unit (the others’ contributions to the unit, as well as your own) on the presentation day. Put unit for grading in a binder with dividers for each day of the week. 
Presentation
Be ready to move to front of room as soon as the group before you finishes. Bring me the Rubric for the Integrated Unit Project, Table of Contents, three handouts, two integrated unit notebooks (to look at), one integrated unit notebook to grade.
Things to include in your presentation:

1. In the unit you give me to grade, have tabs marking Day 1, Day 2, etc. Mark clearly on your Table of Contents, next to the day and lesson, the following required items:

· Orchestral selection listening activities #1 and #2 (students will listen to the music while following the detailed Listening Map, or students will move and follow the structured Movement Map showing form and expressive qualities of the music chosen).
· Rhythmic activities #1 and #2.
· Song map (students will sing the song while following the steady beat icons or key phrase pictures). Must be created by group!
· Music YouTube or TeacherTube video lesson 

· Correlation/ literature lesson with book, music, script.
2. Tell the theme of the unit and the grade level

3. Show the Table of Contents (ELMO), briefly describing each lesson. For each music lesson, point out how a different music objective was used for each lesson—use Music Objectives list in book.
4. Show the book (tell the title and author) and tell about your required Correlation/ literature lesson: show how it relates to your theme, the script, music integration, and plan for students to act it out.

5. Each person shows his/her visual aid and goes over lesson handout page (tell briefly about the lesson). Lead the music activity from your handout, involving the whole class.

Where Can I Find Information for my Unit?
1. Get ideas from state-adopted textbooks.
2. Get ideas from teacher websites, including Classics for Kids.

3. Use your textbook, class notebook and your own ideas! Be creative!

Reminders
Unit Requirements
Be well prepared and ready on assigned date. Have marked on your Table of Contents, next to the day and lesson, the Music Lesson Objective and the following required lesson components (see p. 285 for examples):
· Rhythmic Activity #1 and #2

· Listening Activity #1 and #2 (Listening Map or Structured “Listening with Movement” Activity and Movement Map)

· Song Map (steady beat song map or key phrase song map)

· Music-related YouTube-based lesson
· Literature/Correlation Lesson (with Book, Language Arts Objective, script (required), Music Activity, Acting Out Directions).
Double-check that every lesson has a different Music Activity with a Music Objective!

Procedure: 12 minute presentation

Be ready to move to front of room as soon as the group before you finishes.
Bring me one Rubric page with your names, Table of Contents, three handouts, and three complete units (two for me to just to look at, one to grade).
Introduce yourselves, then topic of unit and grade level—show Table of Contents on ELMO while quickly (30 seconds each) describing what is taught in each subject each day. When explaining the five music lessons, emphasize the different objectives taught and materials used each day.

Describe literature/correlation lesson concisely—show book.

Each person shows visual aid and talks briefly about the lesson on his/her handout. Lead the class through your music activity. Each group must present a Listening Activity—listening with movement or listening map, a song map lesson, and a rhythmic activity lesson. 

Grading of the Integrated Unit and Presentation 
The Integrated Unit is graded for the whole group for a total of 30 points. I will check to see that:

· the seven required lesson components are included

· there are 15 complete lessons and each one includes a music activity

· lessons are well-written in M. Hunter format and include attachments—worksheets, etc.

The Presentation, including the handout lesson, is graded individually for a total of 10 points. Note—be sure your name is on your handout. I will check to see that:

· you are ready
· you have a visual aid
· your handout lesson is well written, complete and includes ++Song Map, ++Orchestral Selection Listening Activity, or ++Rhythmic Activity.

· your teaching shows good preparation and is successful.
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
