Assignment—Textbook Survey

There are two state-adopted Music textbooks for the state of Texas. The names of these are Making Music and Spotlight on Music. Use a Teacher's Edition of a K-6 Grade textbook and answer the following questions, giving specific details (two to three sentences). Type your survey responses and add a cover sheet. You may have a partner.
1. Name of textbook and grade level.
2. Browse through the Teacher's Edition to determine the overall organizational plan. Does the plan seem logical and easy to follow? Explain by giving details of the organizational plan. 

3. Locate the Index at the back. Name several topics (five or six) of interest to you that are indexed. 

4. Select one lesson from the book. Write the exact Objective statements as they are given. What musical concepts are being addressed in this lesson? What TEKS are taught? Include page numbers. 

5. Look for ways to correlate music with the regular classroom curriculum (math, reading, etc.). Give two specific details of examples and write the page numbers where you found the information. 

6. Find helpful suggestions for teaching children with special needs (mainstreaming). Give specific details of two examples, and page numbers. 

7. Find enrichment activities for gifted students. They may be listed as Challenges, or just worded as special assignments within the lesson. Give specific details of two examples, and page numbers. 

8. All songs, and many individual lessons, are recorded in each series. Find two songs that you would enjoy teaching and list the title, CD and track number for each. 

9. Look for a lesson with a “Listening Map.” Explain how the Map is used within the lesson. What is the name of the piece of music is it "mapping?" Include page number. (Note: Do not refer to a Song Map.)

10. Please list name and page number for each of the following: 

1. A Social Studies song.
2. A Language Arts song.
3. A foreign language song.
4. A "silly" song.
5. An American patriotic song.
6. A composer study (name the composer and piece).
11. Write a paragraph to give some examples of how you, as a classroom teacher, would be able to use this book as a resource.
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
